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The City of Henderson has two wastewater treatment plants. The Southside plant is located on FM 225 approximately 1.0    mile southeast of Highway 79. The Northside plant is located   off of FM 782 approximately 3 miles east of Highway 259.   The City employs  5  state   licensed Wastewater Operators.   
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Southside Wastewater Treatment Plant 

(Permitted for 2.0 million gallons per day)
TPDES Permit No. 10187-001

NPDES Permit No. TX0052779  

The Southside plant is an extended air activated sludge treatment plant. Dry weather flows are 1.2 to 1.5 million gallons per day. The plant was updated during 2001 and 2002. 

An Andritz automated fine screen was installed at the head of the plant. The fine screen screens out grease, roots, and other debris from entering the plant treatment works while also keeping debris from harming the plant’s pumps.  

New S/N Aeroflow Aerators were installed for aeration of the oxidation ditch. After the wastewater from residential, commercial, and industrial dischargers is collected at the treatment plant, the wastewater is screened and pumped to the oxidation ditch for aeration. Microorganisms require oxygen to thrive so that good biological decomposition of the wastewater. The wastewater treatment plant is designed for 3.0 million gallon capacity and is designed to have a detention time of at least 24 hours. During the course of biological decomposition, the solids in the wastewater begin to naturally coagulate to form dense particles of suspended solids that will readily settle in the clarifiers. 

The suspended solids from the oxidation ditch are then sent to two final clarifiers for settling. The solids will settle while the upper portion of the clarifier will have clear water that can be disinfected and disposed of in Bromely Creek. 

An Ashbrook belt filter press and sludge thickener tank were installed in 2001 to take care of sludge processing. Sludge must be removed frequently from the plant to keep the activated sludge process operating efficiently. Removing excess or old sludge from the plant keeps a healthy environment for the microorganisms. After the sludge is dewatered it is transported to a landfill for disposal.

Northside Wastewater Treatment Plant

(Permitted for 1.0 million gallons per day) 
TPDES Permit No. 10187-002

NPDES Permit No. TX0091910 

The Northside plant is an extended air activated sludge treatment plant. Dry weather flows are 0.25 to 0.3 million gallons per day. The plant was built in 1983. The plant received upgrades to its aerators in 2001.  

New S/N Aeroflow Aerators were installed for aeration of the oxidation ditch. After the wastewater from residential, commercial, and industrial dischargers is collected at the treatment plant, the wastewater is screened and pumped to the oxidation ditch for aeration. The oxidation ditch is designed for 1.0 million gallon capacity and is designed to have a detention time of at least 24 hours.  

The suspended solids from the oxidation ditch are then sent to two final clarifiers for settling. The solids will settle while the upper portion of the clarifier will have clear water that can be disinfected and disposed of in Bromely Creek. 

Sludge drying beds are used to take care of sludge processing. Sludge must be removed frequently from the plant to keep the activated sludge process operating efficiently. Removing excess or old sludge from the plant keeps a healthy environment for the microorganisms. After the sludge has dried it is removed by front-end loader and transported to a landfill for disposal.
